Many are undoubtedly aware of the proverb”home is where the heart is”” For us at — Ronald McDonald House Charities® Hong Kong, this maxim has
particular resonance. Ever since we started Ronald McDonald House® (RMH) service back in 1996 — becoming the first RMH in Asia — our goal has been
to provide a place where seriously ill children and their families can feel at home. Creating this “/home away from home” has been our objective since
our establishment, and this objective remains just as true today.

With the opening of the Hong Kong Children’s Hospital (HKCH) in Kai Tak development area set for the end of 2018, we have become even more
motivated to fulfill our goal, by building a new 66-room RMH in the city. The establishment of a second RMH within the vicinity of HKCH will take our mission
and our commitment to serve young patients to the next level. And while we do not provide clinical care, our facilities do enable young patients to avoid
infection during medical treatment. What is more, by having their mom and dad by their side, these youngsters receive psychological support that is
key to the recovery process. As the majority of parents that we welcome to RMH are from the neediest segment of society, we are able to lessen their
financial burden, thus allowing them to fully focus on the wellbeing of their child.

Our services are needed as RMH Shatin served 1,032 children and their family members in the past year alone — amounting to 8,395 nights - and
achieved an occupancy rate of 95%. And it is worth noting that RMH is much more than a place for rest and recovery as residents can relieve pressure
and also learn and play. Among the many activities organized in 2017 are English, music, drawing and yoga, totaling 290 classes. Such activities show
that the House is indeed a place where residents can regain the joy of living.

Besides providing a home for children and their families, RMHC Hong Kong has always been an ally of the public health care sector, helping to lessen
demand for hospital facilities, which remains a chronic problem in Hong Kong. Upon establishment of a second House, we look forward to strengthening
our support, particularly for HKCH.

Going forward, we will continue to seek the support of our corporate partners, relevant levels of the government and members of the public in realizing

our second RMH in Hong Kong. Having worked side by side for over two decades, | trust that all of our longstanding supporters will continue to work
closely with us so that when it comes to where the heart is, critically ill children and their parents will always consider RMH their home.

Often in instances where a child falls grievously ill, his parents also face hardships that are overlooked. Besides enduring the psychological trauma that
comes from witnessing their child under life-threatening conditions, they must also cope with a sudden and significant financial burden. Furthermore,
to be close to their child, who plays a vital role in aiding recovery, they must travel to and from the hospital which can be particularly taxing for those
who live far away. Separation from loved ones and friends create still more anxiety, placing parents on the precipice. Having been a member of RMHC
Hong Kong for over twenty years, | have personally witnessed the struggles of such parents, as well as the courage and resilience demonstrated by
them even in the face of extreme adversity. | have also become immensely proud of RMHC Hong Kong for its efforts in supporting both parents and
child via RMH. Through RMH, children and theirimmediate family members are able to have a“home away from home” where they can receive
comprehensive accommodations and services, a place of solace and quality time.

The services that RMH provide align with a family-centered care approach, which has been viewed as essential when providing healthcare to children
suffering from serious medical ailments. Under this approach, the child and his family are fully involved with healthcare providers in making informed
decisions about healthcare and support services that they receive, including the structure and process of care oriented towards supporting and involving
them. Aligning with this approach, the RMH has sought to develop a close rapport with parents and child so that they are able to fully utilize and benefit
from the House’s various facilities and services. Among the amenities available at RMH include a hygienic living environment so that children avoid
infection during treatment, volunteer services, and interest classes and activities that promote interaction, thereby ease anxiety and stress.

In the coming year, our objective will be to promote family-centered care services to the community. We trust that from such efforts, we will increase
understanding about the challenges of children and families staying at RMH while at the same time gain additional assistance in terms of time and
donations to support the operation and goals of RMHC Hong Kong. Among these goals include extending our services to still more children and families
such as those entering the new Hong Kong Children’s Hospital. In 2017, we provided 8,395 nights of supported residence, and based on our past 20
years of experience, we firmly believe that we can continue to develop and operate even more programs that directly promote the health and wellbe-
ing of children and their families, changing lives for the better.

The year 2017 saw the coming of age of RMHC Hong Kong. Since its inception 21 years ago, the Charities and its team of dedicated staff and voluntary
workers have been advocating “family-centered care” for children requiring hospital treatment. Over the years, sick children and their parents, as well
as the medical profession and the community have affirmed their appreciation of our commitment. Progress in our society in the last two decades has
been accompanied by significant changes in medical practice. In the past, doctors played a dominant role in medical decision and very often were the
sole decision-makers. Nowadays, patients and their families, especially parents of young patients, have a strong desire to participate in the
decision-making process concerning themselves or their loved ones. The approach of “family-centered care” is becoming increasingly important.

Partnership is a crucial element of “family-centered care”. RMHC Hong Kong has established a close partnership with the hospitals as well as sick
children and their families. Situated in a location which is within walking distance to the Prince of Wales Hospital, RMH provides a warm and
comfortable “home-away-from-home” to the families of sick children requiring hospitalization. Children need the company of their family members
especially when they are sick and staying in the unfamiliar and stressful environment of the hospital. The proximity of the “home”to the hospital allows
family members to spend more time with their hospitalized children. By doing so they will also have more opportunities working closely with the
medical team in formulating the most optimal treatment plan for the children. The House also provides a convenient half-way home for convalescing
children who require frequent follow-up hospital visit after discharge. Its clean, hygienic, and soothing environment minimizes the chance of infection
to which these children are particularly susceptible, and helps speed up their recovery.

RMH at Shatin has proven to be a valuable component of “family-centered care” at the Prince of Wales Hospital. Another RMH program is now being

planned to serve the patients and families of the Hong Kong Children’s Hospital. | have every confidence that it would be a great asset to the soon to
open new Hospital where | expect “family-centered care” would be given its right share of emphasis.

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Ever since our establishment 20 years ago, RMHC Hong Kong has been working
closely with hospitals and pediatricians to support the recovery of sick children.
With the completion of Hong Kong Children’s Hospital, what role should RMHC
Hong Kong play? We are honored to invite our Board of Director Professor Leung
Ting Fan, Chairman, Department of Paediatrics of The Chinese University of Hong
Kong, to share his professional views.

Q: RMHC Hong Kong
Professor Leung: Professor Leung Ting Fan

Q: From the perspective of a pediatrician, what role has RMHC Hong Kong played
over the last twenty years?

Professor Leung: RMHC Hong Kong is a work partner of hospitals. No other NGO
provides services identical to RMHC Hong Kong. Most sick children in our House
are cancer patients that need intensive care and a hygienic living environment to
avoid infection. It is beneficial to them to stay close to the hospital for effective
treatment. Close proximity not only saves transportation time, but also allows
parents to take a break in the House before going back to the wards. Some NGOs
can offer psychosocial support to these sick children and families, but they
cannot provide a “home-away-from-home” like RMH. Besides participating in
leisure activities, families can receive invaluable support through interacting
with each other in the House. To these families, this encouragement is “Chicken
Soup for the Soul".

ZEENEIZEA/M Interview with Professor Leung Ting Fan

Q: Do you think the sick children can benefit from “family-centered care” service?
Does it give extra workload to the medical practitioners?

Professor Leung: “Family-centered care” approach is especially important in
pediatrics and it can definitely help the recovery of sick children. Generally
speaking, doctors lead the medical decisions for their patients in Hong Kong, but
pediatricians particularly need the support of patients’ families. If the patient is
an infant, we need to communicate with the parents well and explain the medical
treatments to them clearly. Close proximity allows parents to calm down the sick
children and we can be more efficient in giving treatments. Doctors and nurses
can save time while the sick children can receive proper treatment. If we can
apply the concept of “family-centered care” to our healthcare system successfully,
it can definitely create a “win-win situation”. Through interaction and observation,
we know whether we can let the families conduct simple nursing tasks to their
children. This can lower the anxiety of the children and also help the families
understand more about the medical procedures.

Q: Do you think it is important to have a second RMH Hong Kong to support
Hong Kong Children’s Hospital (HKCH)?

Professor Leung: In other countries, a RMH usually partners with a children’s
hospital. When HKCH goes into operation, there will be hundreds of beds for sick
babies and children. There is a keen demand for a wide range of supporting
services for these children and their families. The availability of a second House
can relieve the burden of HKCH, and doctors can also provide stable services to
more sick children.

Accidents bring sudden changes to a family. If an accident happens to a kid, the
parents will be heart broken. Keung Keung had had a serious injury on his head
while he was on the way to school in 2017. When he was sent to hospital, the
doctors told his parents that it was not optimistic. The parents almost broke down
but they never gave up. Keung Keung has been in a coma for three months.
Fortunately, he regained consciousness after two brain surgeries and a social
worker referred him to RMHC Hong Kong.

Keung Keung faces difficulties in dysphagia, speech and mobility and needs to
receive treatment from Prince of Wales Hospital every day. If he lives at home, he
has to take more than an hour to go to hospital. As he grows and becomes
heavier, his mom finds it hard to take care of him. Staying at RMHC Hong Kong, it
takes only about 5 minutes to the hospital. The family can receive support when
they are back at “Home". In addition to interest classes, parents in the House
support each other. The most important of all is that they can stay close with their
families every day.

RMHC Hong Kong has been providing a“home-away-from-home”to sick children
and their families for more than 20 years. In 2017, we met Keung Keung and his
families during their difficult time. Keung Keung was discharged from our“Home”
but he and his family are still our beloved “family members”. He is making good
progress in his recovery and joins our activities from time to time. Keeping
families close and near the care they need is what we always do.
