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For many years, Ronald McDonald House Hong Kong® "RMH" has been exploring
ways to develop additional programs to support underprivileged children with
critical illness and their families. 2015 was a remarkable year for RMH in Hong
Kong as we have seen a rise in the number of beneficiaries of our services in our
community and we have launched initiatives which have allowed us to expand
outreach to less privileged communities, and to promote the special brand of
hospitality that only Ronald McDonald House Hong Kong can provide.

Our Hospital Outreach initiative - “Love Companion Hospital Visit” Program was
launched in October 2015 to bring smiles and fun to sick children at the pediatric
outpatient clinic of the Prince of Wales Hospital. It was a pilot program and based
on the feedback from doctors, nurses, children and families which has exceeded our
expectations. The program’s popularity has encouraged us to expand into other
hospitals in other districts in Hong Kong. This allows us to bring a new level of family
support to our local community and lighten their days during their tough times.

“Read The World" was part of our reading programs launched in September 2015 in
recognition of the importance of reading to the development of children. Reading
at a young age not only nurtures children’s self-confidence, but also it ignites their
creativity and imagination. This program has brought many schools, teachers,
students and volunteers to join together and have fun while reading interesting books.

In today’s modern world, there remains a vital need for a place like the Ronald
McDonald House. We see the needs of parents and we understand their
physiological pressures when waiting at the hospital together with their children
for treatment. As a result of our experience we agreed to sponsor the United
Christian Hospital in setting up a VIP room at their neonatal intensive care unit
for the use of parents.

We are grateful to the families of the children for trusting us, as well as for the
continued support of our hard-working staff, dedicated volunteers, kind-hearted
friends and corporate partners. With the Hong Kong Children’s Hospital (HKCH)
to be completed in 2018, | very much hope that our second RMH in Hong Kong
will be built near the HKCH, Hong Kong's planned center of excellence in pediatric
medicine. With a second RMH, we will be able to provide additional facilities and
services and extend our services to more children and families in need.

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Very Important Parents “VIP” Lounge in our Neonatal and
Paediatric Intensive Care Units of the United Christian Hospital

Family-centered care is our philosophy in the Department of Paediatrics and
Adolescent Medicine. Parents are not general visitors; they are encouraged to be
part of their children’s care team round the clock.

Neonatal and Paediatric Intensive Care Units are stressful areas to our care team
members, especially parents. In the care journey, parents need to recharge their
energy and regain their perspective in an oasis right beside their children.

With the generous support of the Ronald McDonald House Charities® of Hong
Kong and the American Club, we built this oasis called "VIP Lounge”, an exclusive
place for our “Very Important Parents”. It was converted from the Parents
Overnight Room, a visionary foresight reflected in the design of our units over 20
years ago. The remodeling work took 10 months to complete, from August 2014
to June 2015, it seemed like the gestation of a newborn baby!

Today, parents can take a break here, such as recovering from the tiredness in
the massage chairs, as well as staying connected with their families and friends
online or over the phone to gain support. All of our VIPs appreciate and cherish
this lounge, and find it a useful resting place to them.

Here is also where parents say goodbye to their beloved children despite the care
team'’s best effort, while there are memorable moments when family members
embrace the joy of life. Last New Year Eve, we received one couple from the
United Kingdom whose premature twin grandsons stayed in our Neonatal
Intensive Care Units. We organized a gathering for the babies, parents and the
grandparents in the VIP Lounge. We were delighted to learn that it was their 34th
wedding anniversary when the senior couple expressed their gratitude to this best
ever anniversary gift in their lives.

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Read The World

Stepping out of the comfort zone and embracing new ideas are incredibly hard.
Children, especially for the underprivileged ones, left with no extensive support ,
more often than not, would find learning a second language awfully excruciating.
However, it is not as bad as one imagined once he/she steps into the journey
of novelty. Children experience worries and curiosity simultaneously during
learning, so a crucial step to take is teaching them how to overcome the former
with the latter.

Ronald McDonald House Charities® Hong Kong launched its first primary school
based English reading program, namely Read the World, in November 2015. It
aspires to soothe the children’s fear and give them a gentle push at the outset by
creating an interactive, dynamic, stress-free and fun English-learning environment
with the guidance of “Reading Buddies” (viz. volunteers). Between November
and December 2015, it benefited more than 300 primary one to three students
in ten schools in Tin Shui Wai with the assistance from the sponsor — Scholastic —
and over 50 volunteers.

We have received positive feedbacks from all participants — schools and
volunteers. All have witnessed positive outcomes, in regards to the classroom
dynamics and students’ enthusiasm for English reading, engendered by the
program. Schools have indicated their interests in continual participation of the
program in near future and majority of volunteers remain very committed and
expressed their anticipation of participating in the program again. The program
is to be expanded to cover other districts of Kwun Tong and Sham Shui Po in
2016 aiming to benefit more schools and primary school children.

Love Companion Hospital Visit Program

Suggestions were
made to us to extend this program to more hospitals and let more sick children
enjoy this gift of love from the community. With this in mind, it is our plan to
extend the program to more pediatric outpatient wards in other districts in 2016.

It was its 18th consecutive years of organizing this Charity Golf Tournament
which was held at the Mission Hills Golf Club on the 26th March 2015. The
event brought along more than 60 golf lovers. As with past years, it was most
enjoyable and meaningful for all participants and golfers. Over HK$700,000 was

raised in 2015 for the RMHC.
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Charity Music Concert

In view of its popularity among the youth audience, Charity Music Concert has
become one of our annual fundraising event. It was the second year that Ronald
McDonald House Charities” organized the music concert since 2014. It attracted
participation of more than 1,800 teenagers spreading love and support to the
sick children and families in our community.

Raffle Ticket Sales

Another important annual fundraising event,
the Charity Raffle Ticket Sales, was kicked off in
June 2015 and lasted for 2 months. This event
was supported by many individuals, families,
friends, schools and corporate volunteers. A
total of over HK$1.5 million was raised for the
year.

Read for Ronald

The “Read for Ronald” program not only helps children develop good reading

habits but also teaches them to further extend this culture to the sick children and

their families. Since 2005, Ronald McDonald House Charities organizes “Read for
Ronald” annually. Over five thousand students
from many primary schools and kindergartens
participated. Their friends and families are
invited to make contributions and donations
for every book the students read. In 2015, this
program successfully raised over HKD380,000
for Ronald McDonald House Charities.

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McDonald’s Hong Kong has been actively supporting its Charity of Choice, the
Ronald McDonald House Charities (RMHC), since its establishment 40 years ago.
Advocating the core value of “Together for Good”, McDonald’s encourages all
employees to share their joy and “sunshine spirit” with the sick children and their
families.

Every year, McDonald’s Hong Kong organizes the annual mega charity event —
“Kidathon”. The event invites Hong Kong families to bring the “kids helping kids”
spirit into play and support RMHC together with McDonald's business partners.
